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Stanowisko chronionej ryby — rézanki Rhodeus sericeus
w Wistoce na terenie Beskidu Niskiego (alpejski region
biogeograficzny)

Location of the protected fish — the European Bitterling
Rhodeus sericeus in the Wistoka River in the Beskid Niski Mts
(alpine biogeographical region)
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W dniu 2 maja 2012 roku, w Wistoce koto miejscowo$ci Myscowa (Beskid Niski) odnaleziono sta-
nowisko $cisle chronionego gatunku ryby - rézanki Rhodeus sericeus. Odnotowano kilkanascie
osobnikéw w ubarwieniu godowym zasiedlajacych niewielkie starorzecze oddzielone od gtéwne-
go nurtu rzeki kamienistg fachg czesciowo porosnieta roslinnoscia. Jest to obecnie jedyne w Polsce
stanowisko tego gatunku w granicach alpejskiego regionu biogeograficznego.

SUMMARY

On May 2, 2012, a site with European Bitterling Rhodeus sericeus was found in the Wisloka River near the
Myscowa village (the Beskid Niski Mts). Several individuals in breeding coloration were recorded. These were
inhabiting a small old riverbed, separated from the main stream of the river with rocky sandbank, partially
covered with vegetation. The site with this species in the Wistoka catchment is currently the only one in Poland
within the alpine biogeographical region (alt 337 m). The European Bitterling is a strictly protected species
(Rozporzadzenie 2011), included in the Polish Red Book of Animals (Glowacinski 2001) and in Annex IT of the
Habitats Directive (Dyrektywa 1992).
